Electronic submissions must be a .jpg file with a high resolution and must be attached to an
email message that includes all of the information on the paper submission form:

- Name of participant

- Contact info: phone number (No Boost Phones Please)

- Pet name(s) & type(s)

- Which category the photo is being submitted under

- A caption for the photo being submitted

If you are submitting for multiple categories, send each photo in a separate email to the address
above.
