The
force works closely with the U.S. Border Patrol, U.S. Customs and the Drug Enforcement
Agency. All six new officerswill begin their law enforcement careers as patrol officers.

Building immediately prior to the monthly tribal meeting. Community members and
press are invited to attend this event.
